Substantial	sources	of	cat	overpopulation	in	Polk	County	are;	free	roaming	cats,	which	includes	colony	
cats	who	are	being	fed,	but	are	not	sterilized	and	large	populations	of	“personal	pets”	-	many	free	
roaming	-	who	are	reproducing.	
	
Incorporated	in	October	2005,	Florida	Animal	Friend’s	goal	is	to	help	end	pet	overpopulation.	The	main	
source	of	funding	for	the	organization	is	the	sale	of	the	specialty	license	plate	along	with	private	and	
charitable	donations.	An	increase	in	the	number	of	Florida	Animal	Friend	sponsored	surgeries	greatly	
reduces	pet	overpopulation	and	ultimately	saves	the	lives	of	countless	homeless	cats	and	dogs	from	being	
put	to	sleep	each	year.
